Health Insurance 

Each students must enroll into the Japanese National Health 
Insurance system. It costs around ¥1,500-¥2,000/month. 
Students will get the benefits of 70% reduction in medical costs 
with the insurance card at the time of receiving medical 
treatment/prescription medicines.
